From the Rector ...

This month will begin with a celebration of our nation’s semi
quincentennial on Sunday July 5. During this special Independ-
ence Day weekend, we remember and celebrate the core ideas and
values upon which our nation was founded: all persons are created

equal; all people have been endowed by their Creator with the unal-

ienable rights to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness. Although
these words were written by Thomas Jefferson, who was an owner of enslaved people and who
initially limited these rights to white men, his words have proven to be far more powerful and
far-reaching and consequential than he could have imagined. His core ideas of equality and
liberty help us to see the intrinsic and equal value of every human being, an idea that resonates
deeply with our Christian values and the fundamental Christian teaching that we are all made
in God’s image.

As Christians, we must also acknowledge the ways that our nation has fallen short in
upholding these core values of liberty and justice for all. As James Baldwin said, “I love
America more than any other country in this world, and exactly for this reason, I insist on the
right to criticize her.” As I often say, patriotism without criticism has no head, but criticism

without patriotism has no heart. The Episcopal Church is not a Christian Nationalist church,

but we are a church whose roots are intertwined with those of
our nation. Several signers of the Declaration of Independ-
ence in 1776 at Independence Hall later became writers of the
Constitution of the Episcopal Church in 1789 at Christ
Church Philadelphia, just a few blocks away. Indeed, the
American ideals of democracy and equality informed our
church’s founders and our church’s polity, and they continue
to guide our church leaders today. So, whether you feel
thrilled or depressed (or somewhere in between) about the
current state of our nation, let us gather this weekend in grati-
tude for the grace that God has shed upon our nation and for
the values upon which our nation and our church were found-
ed. For those worshipping at the 10:30 AM service, I encour-
age you to arrive early to hear Linnea sing the National An-
them as the Opening Voluntary, which will be followed by the
congregational singing of our beloved national hymns and the
processional bearing of our American flag, which is not a par-
tisan symbol, but rather a symbol of the ideals that we, as

Three weeks ago, when I preached and presided at St. Paul’s in Crescent City, Perry and I were in the parish
hall afterward talking with some people. Senior Warden Patrick Quivey mentioned that he had an ancestor
who was captured after the 1650 Battle of Dunbar, in Scotland, and eventually sent as an indentured servant to
the American Colonies. I said, “I do, too! The name of mine was James Mackerwithe.” His jaw dropped and
he said, “You’re kidding. Did you know that my family name came from his?”

I had forgotten that Quivey was one of the variations of the name Mackerwithe; another is MacRory. But Pat-
rick and I sat and smiled at each other. We are at least 10th cousins, possibly closer. James Mackerwithe was
sent to Massachusetts, served his time as an indentured servant, and settled in Dedham, where he eventually
died at about age 69, after having many children.

I have been spending much time with my ancestors lately, and I am struck by how unique many of their stories
are. James Mackerwithe was sent here against his will, as were many who were enslaved. Others, like my nu-
merous Quaker ancestors, came to this continent hoping to find religious tolerance for their beliefs, and found
imprisonment instead (in the less tolerant colonies) for up to several years, until they could leave and become
founding members of the colonies of New Jersey and Rhode Island. Others like my direct line of Goodale an-
cestors left Salem, Massachusetts, before the Witch Trials. Thomas Goodale moved with his wife Sarah Hor-
rell Goodale to Pomfret, Connecticut, where his descendant Chester Goodale would later enlist and fight with
the state militia in the American Revolution.

Because so many of my ancestors lived in the northern colonies, the de-
fault religion was Congregationalist. However, after all the uncertainty
that the war brought to the Church of England was settled, Chester’s
son Samuel would become an Episcopal priest, eventually moving to
Nebraska as a missionary, where my grandmother, my dad, and I were
born.

Have you ever done a religious history of your family? It’s fascinating.
Maybe you’re like me and know a lot about your ancestors in faith. |
know that after the Reformation, I have no Roman Catholics in my fam-
ily, on either side. My mother — German, Danish, and Swedish — has
only Lutheran ancestors. And my father — English, Scottish, and Irish —
had all the churches descending from the Reformation in his back-
ground: Church of England, Church of Ireland, Quaker, Puritan/
Congregationalist, Dutch Reformed, Presbyterian, Methodist, and Bap-
tist. A couple of my Puritan ancestors were disciplined by their congre-
gation for “their sinful miscarriage in matter of fornication, with sundry
lies added thereunto by them in a gross and heinous manner.” We may
laugh at the outmoded and shaming language, but it apparently did the
trick. They married shortly thereafter.

difficult for a while for clergy and lay people of the Church of England

who lived in America. Between 1776 and 1789, beginning with the southern states, Anglicans disaffiliated
from the Church of England, largely because clergy would have to take an oath of allegiance to the king. In
1789, with the inception of The Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America, The Episcopal
Church became one of many religions free to worship as it chose.

I think it’s fascinating that the First Amendment of the U.S. Constitution begins with the words, “Congress
(meaning the representatives of the people) shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or pro-
hibiting the free exercise thereof,” before also addressing free speech, the free press, the freedom to peaceably
assemble, and the right to petition the government for a redress of grievances. Our choice of faith (or no faith)
is the first freedom to be mentioned, and this was in effect nationally when the Constitution was ratified, alt-
hough some individual states took longer to remove an established, tax-sponsored church.

These two clauses are known in legal circles as the “establishment clause” and the “free exercise clause.” They
protect all of us and prohibit a preference for any particular religion. There are some, these days, who would
like to establish a particular form of Christianity in America, but those who study history are familiar with the
wars of religion that have disrupted and still disrupt nations worldwide. Not to mention what entangling poli-
tics with faith/religion does to our beliefs, especially our characterization of who Jesus of Nazareth, who be-
came Christ our Lord to many of us, really was, as revealed to us in the Bible and in our creeds.

On this 250th anniversary of the adoption of the Declaration of Independence, let’s remember and thank God
for the wisdom of our founders and the continuing freedom we have to worship God as we choose, alongside
our brothers and sisters who may feel differently.

The choir will also perform selections of Finnish music at the begin-
ning of the program. Echoes of Eureka follows the true story of Charley Wei Lum, a young
Chinese immigrant who settled in Eureka—which at that time housed the largest Chinese
community in the state outside of San Francisco. When an angry mob expelled Eureka’s
300 Chinese residents in 1885, Charley narrowly escaped lynching, thanks to a courageous
clergyman.

Commemorating Priscilla and Aquila, Coworkers of the Apostle Paul

When Paul came to Corinth (probably in the year 50), he met Priscilla and her husband Aqui- I
la. Like Paul, they were tentmakers by trade, and had just arrived from Rome, from which ~ §
the Emperor Claudius had recently expelled the Jewish community. It is not clear whether
Aquila and Priscilla were already Christians before meeting Paul, or were converted by his
preaching. After eighteen months, the three of them went together to Ephesus, where Priscil-
la and Aquila remained while Paul continued to Antioch.

Altogether, Aquila and Priscilla are mentioned six times in the New Testament (Acts 18:2;
Acts 18:18-19; Acts 18:26; Romans 16:3; 1 Corinthians 16:19; 2 Timothy 4: 19) and the ob ‘i‘
servant reader may note that in half of these Aquila’s name comes first, while in the other "
half, Priscilla’s comes first, as if to emphasize that they are being mentloned on equal terms.

July 15 — Morning Prayer

Commemorating Argula von Grumbach, Scholar and Church Reformer (transferred)
Argula von Grumbach would have been a remarkable woman in any age, but her brilliance shines
especially brightly in her setting—Germany in the sixteenth century. She became the first published

Protestant woman writer, and participated publicly in the theological and political debates of her
time.

g Despite her being a lay person and a woman, she says she is compelled to speak by her divine duty
as a Christian to confess God’s name (she quotes Matthew 10) and to be unashamed of Christ (Luke 9). Her knowledge of
Scripture and artful use of it was striking to her readers of the time, and is striking now. Her variegated composition with
textures from across the Bible, picking up Gospels, Psalms, and prophets to form the skeleton and teeth of her impas-
sioned arguments.

The Gos-
pels portray her as steadfast and faithful, remaining near the cross as Jesus suffered and later
going to his tomb to mourn and anoint his body. In her grief, she encountered the risen Christ,|
who revealed himself by calling her name. Commissioned by Jesus to announce his resurrec-
tion to the disciples, she became the first messenger of the good news—hence her traditional
titles, “apostle to the apostles” and “equal to the apostles in the Eastern Church. Mary Mag-
dalene stands as a model of healing, love, and unwavering faith.

July 29 — Morning Prayer
Commemorating Martha and Mary of Bethany

Mary and Martha of Bethany are described in the Gospels according to Luke and John as close
and well-loved friends of Jesus. Luke records the well-known story of their hospitality, which
has made Martha a symbol of the active life and Mary of the contemplative.

John’s Gospel sheds additional light on the characters of Mary and Martha. When their brother
Lazarus is dying, Jesus delays his visit to the family and arrives after Lazarus’ death. Martha
comes to meet him, still trusting in his power to heal and restore. The exchange between them
evokes Martha’s deep faith and acknowledgment of Jesus as the Messiah (John 11:21-27).

Are we in a drought again?!

We keep hearing reports that the snowpack this year was too low. But what
does that mean and why should we care? I’'m so glad you asked.
Drought.gov (https://www.drought.gov/states/california) reports that snow-
pack is a natural reservoir that melts gradually to fill our reservoirs. As of
April, the California snowpack was only 51% of normal. But it isn’t just
snowpack that will determine if we are in a drought. Precipitation records go
back to 1895, or 131 years. May was the 53" driest on record, and the period
from January to May was the 33" driest on record. Lots of words to say that
most of Humboldt County is in an abnormally dry period (yellow on the map)
while the remainder is in moderate drought conditions (orange on the map).

What can we do? Well,we can choose lower water use solutions in our home
and gardens. Ecotipseveryday.com (https://ecotipseveryday.com/ecotips/
how-to-save-water-while-cooking/) offers a primer on saving water while
cooking. Tips include:

o Rinse vegetables in a bowl or basin and use the remaining water to water plants or for other
cleaning tasks.

e Reuse cooking water—pasta cooking water is particularly good for plants with extra minerals and
starch. So, let it cool and water your garden with it.

e Cook with the lid on to hold in the steam. Foods will cook faster and you’ll need less water.

o Steam instead of boiling veggies. Steamed veggies retain more of their nutrients than boiled veg-
gies, and steaming uses a fraction of the water.

o Fix leaky faucets promptly.

e Don’t rinse dishes before putting them in the dishwasher. Scrape off the food instead. Modern
dishwashers with high quality eco-friendly detergents can power through residue, and efficiently
clean your dishes.

Use your dishwasher for full loads. The dishwasher uses far less water than hand washing with
the water running.

In the garden, water in the morning or evening to avoid burn off. r—
